MAY 6TH - THE NATIONAL DAY OF PRAYER

An annual day of observance held on the first Thursday of May, designated by 
the United States Congress, when people are asked “to turn to God in prayer 
and meditation”. The president is required by law to sign a proclamation each 
year, encouraging all Americans to pray on this day. The modern law formalizing 
its annual observance was enacted in 1952, although earlier days of fasting and 
prayer had been established by the Second Continental Congress from 1775  
until 1783, and by President John Adams in 1798 and 1799.

The constitutionality of the National Day of Prayer was unsuccessfully challenged 
in court by the Freedom From Religion Foundation after their first attempt was 
unanimously dismissed by a federal appellate court in April 2011. So, regardless 
of your beliefs, why not say a prayer of thanks for all the blessings we do have, 
especially in today’s trying times?
